WELCOME TO CHADWICK LAKE PARK

Chadwick Lake is a man-made lake created in 1926 on private property owned by the Chadwick
family by damming (uassaick Creek. |t was maintained for recreational purposes for 36 years.
In 1962, it was purchased by the Town of Newburgh as a reservoir to supply the Town with
water. In more recent years, its use as a water supply has been supplanted by the Delaware
Aqueduct and so Chadwick Lake has reverted to its original function of a recreational facility.

Full
payment is required to reserve a rental.
Security will be returned if everything is
left in satisfactory condition. One month
minimum to cancel a reservation in order
to receive a refund. Pavilion rentals are
rain or shine, NO refunds for weather
conditions. Rain dates cannot be reserved.
Renters should have copy of agreement
with them on the date of event.
